1. TITLE OF THE PRACTICE  

Curbing Sickle Cell Anemia (SCA) 

2. CONTEXT THAT REQUIRED THE INITIATION OF THE PRACTICE 

Madhya Pradesh is a State with maximum tribal 

population. The disease is commonly found in some areas and 

tribes. It is one of the genetic diseases which need to be curbed. 

Before diving deep into the details of data related to SCA, lets 

know what sickle cell anemia mean.  

WHAT IS SICKLE CELL ANEMIA? 

Sickle Cell Disease (SCD) is a life threatening autosomal 

recessive genetic disorder resulting from inheritance of abnormal 

genes from both parents. Normal Red Blood Cells (RBCs) are 

biconcave disc shaped and move smoothly through the blood 

capillaries. 

In SCD, the RBCs become sickle or crescent shaped which are 

stiff & sticky and tend to block the blood flow in small capillaries. 

Blocked blood flow causes ischemia leading to severe pain and 

gradual damage to organs. Figure 1.1 shows the shape of the Normal 

RBCs and Sickle Cell.   
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Fig.1.1 Shape of Normal RBCs and Sickle Cell RBCs 

The RBCs are produced in bone marrow and average life of 

normal RBCs is about 120 days. Biconcave disc shape of RBCs 

changes to sickle shape under low oxygen tension due to 

polymerization of faulty haemoglobin called HbS arising out of a 

point mutation in beta globin gene.  

The life span of RBCs in SCD patients is only about 10 to 20 

days and the bone marrow can't replace them fast enough. As a result 

there is decrease in number of RBCs in the body and the RBCs don’t 

contain sufficient amount of haemoglobin (hypochromia). 

3. OBJECTIVES OF THE PRACTICE 

• To spread awareness among the people about the disease. 

• To share about the possible symptoms of SCA. 

• To collect information about patients of SCA. 

• To share about the precautions for the disease 

• To share about the medical treatment for SCA 

• To provide financial aid and/or services, if required 

individually or in group. 
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• Creating awareness in rural area about sickle cell anemia 

by students. 

• Regarding sickle cell disease, the students along with the 

doctor informed the villagers about the seriousness of the 

disease. 

• Telling the causes of sickle cell anemia in rural areas by 

the students and telling the measures to remove it. 

• The state Hemoglobinopathy mission was established by 

the government of Madhya Pradesh. Informing the 

villagers about this by the students. 

4. RESOURCES REQUIRED 

• Pamphlet, in regional language, with information, 

symptoms and treatment of SCA. 

• Canopy, if required to be placed in the rural areas 

• Detail form to enter the data of people meet and 

interviewed  

• Testing kit, if collaborated with Government Medical 

Team of that area.  

5. OBSTACLES FACED, IF ANY  

• Regional Language to communicate with the local people 

• Carefree attitude of the people 

• Spot the correct interior/rural place, date and time to 

arrange for the program. 
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6. STRATEGIES ADOPTED TO OVERCOME THEM 

• Established connections with Gram Panchayat.  

• Established rapport with local people, schools and hostels. 

• Group of students those who have knowledge of that area 

were included in that visit 

• Convince people by counseling and guiding them for 

further support.  

7. IMPACT OF THE PRACTICE 

• Connectedness among the people residing in the interior 

rural areas 

• Raised awareness among people. 

• Early intervention and treatment for the SCA Disease 

among the people 

• Precautions were adopted by the people after such 

awareness camp 

• Treatment awareness spread among people 

• Fatality rate can be decreased up to some extent if widely 

such awareness programs are organized.
